of both the external world and the traveler's internal landscape. The study
suggests a re-evaluation of the rigid boundaries between fact and fiction in
travel writing. It proposes that future research could benefit from applying
this theoretical framework to case studies of specific Arab travel writers to
better understand the various "fiction trends" and their rhetorical impact

within the Arabic literary tradition.
